Expository Essay
An expository essay is meant to inform the reader.  This essay assignment requires you to explain or describe how an invention affects our society today.

Prompt: 

Over the years, humans have benefited from inventions (as simple as a zipper and as complex as a computer or space ship).  Write an essay for your teacher in which you name an invention that has had an impact on how people live, work, or play.  Explain why it is an important invention.
In your essay you must:

· Provide necessary background information in your introduction.
· Provide evidence to support your thesis and related claims, including information on all relevant perspectives

· Provide clear and complete analysis of the invention and its effects/results – why it is important in today’s world. 

· Anticipate readers’ potential objections, misunderstandings, biases, expectations or counterclaims and completely address them.

· Use appropriate English sentence structure, grammar, usage, and diction.

Thesis: tells the reader what to expect from the rest of the paper. The subject, or topic, of an essay might be computers or space ships; a thesis must then find a way to explain the subject or topic that others might dispute (such as how it affects society today).  Everything in your paper must relate back to the thesis statement.

· The conclusion allows you to have the final word on the issues you have raised in your paper, to summarize your thoughts, to demonstrate the importance of your ideas, and to get your reader to see a new side of the subject.
· Include a brief summary of the paper's main points, but don't simply repeat things that were in your paper.
